REASONS TO KEEP YOUR STUDENT HOME 
 

The main reasons for keeping your student home from school 

are he or she is too sick to participate comfortably at school or 

the illness might spread a contagious disease to other children. 
 

Reasons your child will be sent home from school: 
 

Fever >100 degrees F or 37.8 Celsius ð Student should stay 

home until there is NO FEVER for 24 hours WITHOUT MEDI-

CATION. 

Vomiting or Diarrhea ð Student should stay home with ONE 

event of vomiting or diarrhea. Consult your doctor if symptoms 

continue. 

Drainage/discharge from wound, eyes, rash or conta-

gious rash  ð Student should stay home with drainage from a 

wound, rash or eyes. Consult a doctor for treatment. 

Head Lice ð Student should stay home until treatment is com-

plete and NO lice or nits.  Student must be cleared by the Clinic 

to return to school.  A parent must be present when child re-

turns to school. 
 

Your student may not return to school until they have 

been fever-free and symptom-free for ONE FULL 

SCHOOL DAY;  (i.e. if your child goes home sick or is sick at 

home @ 8:00 AM on Monday, they cannot return to school 

until Wednesday morning). This information is presented to the 

parents in a letter from our Superintendent of Schools and the 

Fayette County Board Members at the beginning of each school 

year.
